1.Give a brief description of your program:

The Peers Project is a peer-facilitated abstinence education program developed in 1984 entitied *Peers
Educating Peers about Positive Valugs.” (PEP)

The Southwood High School, school-based program, has 10 groups of 7-8 peer mentors each working with
1-2 adults or a total of 10 or more (team leaders).

The group works to educate teen peers on teen-related issues and topics. Each group is also led by student
team leaders wha work in coordination with their aduit leaders ta learn and prepare 40-50 minute presentations for
8", 7", and 8" grade students in their school district. In 2009 Whites students were added to the presentation
schedule.

Sophomore students and older are chosen to be a member by staff and the peer leadership team, and must
complete a pledge form in order to participate. Students may also nominate themselves as well. They are selected
because they have abstained from premarital sexual involvement and drug and alcohol use, and are committed to
this abstinent lifestyle as a young person and are willing to be a positive role model.

The presentations take place during the school day. All peer mentors attend & leadership training day in
September during the school day held at Whites Residential and Family Services Campus. Mentors are also
encouraged to attend any area events sponsored by the state program. Beginning in 2007-08 each group was
encouraged to participate in a community service project as well. That is continuing with more emphasis for the year
2008-10.

2. What portion of your project is ATOD related?

The project educates and trains teen mentors on research-based curriculum from the state program. They
in turn educate their peers and younger students of the importance of abstaining from alcohol and drug use and
premarital sexual involvement. The curricuium educates teens on self-worth and self-confidence as weli as providing
information consequences when participating in drug, alcohol, and sexual involvement behaviors. Eor example:
Lesson 2.3 is entiled “Linking Drugs to Sex.”

3. What staff or volunteers wili be involved with the project and what are their
qualifications?

School Corporation Student Health Services Coordinator, Sandra Boone, is the PEP Area Coordinator for
our school district and Southwood High Schoo! Coordinatar. She is assisted by Deb Finch, parent with a teaching
license, and Ronda Dubuque, teacher at SHS.

tn turn 10-20 adults each lead 10 groups of teen mentors. Each adult involved strongly believes in the
program and acts as a mentor to the students as well.

Adults are a variety of teachers, parents, youth leaders, youth and Senior pastors, coaches, and for the first
time in 2009-10, young adults who are former PEP members. Adults are chosen because of their positive
involvement and already established mentoring of teens.

4. How do you plan to fund your project in the future?

Funding since 2001 was partiafly funded by a state-wide grant from the Maternal and Child Health Bureau of
the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. As of 2008, this grant was no longer available.

Wabash County schools were provided some funding in 2006-07 from a grant through the Life Center.
Southwood had to share thie with other county schools who have attempted a PEP program. It was dividad equally
instead of ont a percentage basis of group size. Southwood has one of the two {argest groups in the state and
therefore funds from this grant were vety limiting to our program as compared to other county schools involved. Any
of those grant funds have not been available to us in the last year, 2008-09.

Therefore, Southwood PEP has had to search for fundraising. The last two years our Southwood FFA was
generous in allowing us to help with their fundraiser at the fair in which we were abie to establish funds. We wers able
fo continue that project solely this past summer (2009) in order to establish funds. We will no doubt need moare
monies to function throughout the year and hoping to continue receiving AACTION grant funds and plan to pursue
other fundraising efforts.

5. How do you plan to evaluate whether your goals are achieved?
1. Each class presentation session is immediately evaluated by the class, team adult and group involvad.
2. Statistics are compared each year to in-schoo! pregnancies and drug/alcohol reports/arests.
3. Mentor discussions in student classroom settings for respanse as well as one-on-one small group
discussion with students in casual settings.
4. Teacher, staff, and parent response.
5. Whites staff and student respanse.
